Eligibility

Applicant must be a college student or a college-bound high school senior who is pursuing college study in an educational or applied agricultural field. Applicant must reside within the state of Connecticut and not be related to anyone serving on the CTAEF Board of Directors.

Brief application to be completed listing name, address, college to be attended and major area of academic study.  High school senior must submit their official high school transcript and SAT scores. Students currently enrolled in college must provide a copy of their official transcript.
Applicants will submit an essay of no more than 200 words telling why the student views agricultural education important in their community and how to address the need for further agricultural education in the classroom and/or community.

Extracurricular activities the student is involved in will also be taken into consideration, including community service and volunteer work.

Application must be complete, accurate and postmarked by deadline, May 4, 2012. The quality of answers and a short essay are important in terms of correct spelling, grammar and neatness as well as sincere content that tells us about the applicant. 

Proof of college attendance or acceptance must be submitted before a check can be issued.
